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Up at A, Down at B
Up at C, Down at D

Start with an anchor stitch,
then place 2 stitches on the
right, then 2 on the left.
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Slanted Cretan
Stitch

The Stitch:  Insert needle at B and then to A (length of Bullion Stitch), 
Wrap needle with Thread 6-7 coils, place thumb on coils and pull needle 
through. 
Step 1:  Stitch 2 horizontal Rows using The Bullion Stitch *
Step 2:  Stitch 3 staggered Rows using The Bullion Stitch *
Step 3:  Stitch 5 staggered Rows using The Bullion Stitch *
Step 4:  Stitch 7 staggered Rows using The Bullion Stitch *
